A quiz on landlord related subjects tested the knowledge of those in
attendance, pointing them in the direction of the correct stall to fill the gaps in
their professional experience. No-one got all the questions right showing the
need for this type of event.

90% of the landlords who visited the Fayre
rated the day as either 'good' or 'very good'.

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Landlord Quiz Ahswers

1. If there is no smoke detector in a rented property the landlord must:

The new Repairing Standard (part of the Housing (Scotland) Act 2006) came
into effect 3rd September 2007. The guidance for this standard state that any
smoke alarm installed on or after 3rd September must be mains powered,
including replacement alarms.

2. What replaced the CORGI gas registration scheme in April 2009?
(b) Gas Safe register

Gas Safe Register is the new hallmark for gas safety in Great Britain. From
April 1st 2009, Gas Safe Register replaced the CORGI gas registration
scheme as the official gas safety body. www.GasSafeReqister.co.uk

Since 4th January 2009, landlords must have an EPC for all properties were a
new tenancy is created. EPCs are not required for existing tenancies if they
were created before this date, or when renewing leases with the same tenant.

4. What form must be signed prior to a tenancy agreement to ensure a
short assured tenancy is created?

An ATS is a notice for use by the landlord when informing a prospective
tenant that the tenancy on offer is a short assured tenancy. If an AT5 is not
served correctly, prior to signing a tenancy agreement then an assured
tenancy will be created instead of a short assured tenancy.

5. The maximum amount of a deposit a landlord can ask for is:

For an assured or short assured tenancy, the deposit asked for by the
landlord must not exceed two months rent.



6. If arented property does not meet the repairing standard, and the
landlord refuses to carry out the necessary repairs, who can the tenant
apply to for a decision?

From 3rd September 2007, landlords in the private rented sector have a duty
to ensure that a rented property meets a basic standard of repair called the
'Repairing Standard'. If a rented property does not meet the standard and the
landlord refuses to carry out necessary repairs, the tenant can apply to the
Private Rented Housing Panel (PRHP) for a decision on whether the landlord
has failed to comply with that duty. An order can then be placed on the
landlord to carry out the necessary repairs. www.prhpscotland.gov.uk

7. An HMO (House of Multiple Occupation) licence is not required if:

An HMO licence is required when a property is shared by 3 or more
individuals, who are not members of the same family. It is not dependent on
the number of bedrooms or floors a property may have. Further information is

8. A landlord may keep a spare set of keys for the property...

A landlord may keep a set of keys only with the permission of the tenant. The
tenant is not obliged to give the landlord permission. Under no circumstances
should keys be retained to enable 'routine’ access to the property. The tenant
is responsible for any costs of reinstatement or repair arising from lost keys or
changed locks.

9. Which of the following are not exempt from Landlord Registration?

All joint owners named on the title deeds of the property must be added to the
landlord registration system, even if they have no involvement with the
management of the property. There are a few exemptions in the landlord
registration scheme - check with your local authority if you are unsure whether

Who is required to register?

Both joint owners Tom and Mary must register. If the property was occupied
by just their daughter and not her friend then they would not be required to
register, as this would be a family let which is an exemption.
