Mandatory Conditions

The undernoted are examples of Local Conditions previously attached to Licences.
1.
Consent for Musical Entertainment within the premises is limited to the following:

TV, 3 Piece Bands, Karaoke, Background Music and Customers Singing.
2.
All amplified music and vocals shall be so controlled as to be inaudible within the nearest residential accommodation.

3.
The club rules submitted with the application must be complied with. Any amendments to the rules must be approved by the Licensing Board.

4. 
Consumption of alcohol in the beer garden will cease at 9pm September to June and at 10pm in July and August.

5.
A minimum charge for entry to the premises, applicable to persons eighteen years of age and over, should be charged; this charge shall be fixed by the Licensing Board at its meeting in June of each year for the year beginning 1st July and ending 30th June; and 

the above minimum charge shall not be offset in any way; for the avoidance of doubt offsetting the minimum charge includes, but is not limited to (a) the issue of complimentary tickets or vouchers, and (b) the advance purchase of tickets granting entry on more than one evening.
