This application should be lodged with the Depute Chief Executive (Support Services), Dundee City Council, 20 City Square, Dundee.  Cheques should be made payable to Dundee City Council.
NOTES

Applications will be considered by the Council for Occasional Licences for Pavement Cafes for the period 21st March to 30th October, 2011.  Applications should be applied for in two week periods as detailed, each costing £10.00.  You may apply for all periods on the one application at a total cost of £160.00.  Licences, if required, will be sent to you prior to the start of each two week period.  All applications will require to be lodged at least 28 days prior to the commencement of the period(s) required.
Also, one hour extra will be granted during the period starting 1st July and finishing 15th August, 2011.
NOTES

1.
Section 56 of the Licensing (Scotland) Act provides that only:-
· The holder of a premises licence;
· The holder of a personal licence;  or
· A representative of any voluntary organisation
is eligible to apply for an occasional licence.
2.
Where alcohol is to be sold for consumption on the premises, the Act requires that a clear statement be made as to whether children or young persons are to be allowed entry and, if they are, a statement of the terms on which they are allowed entry.

PAVEMENT CAFE CONDITIONS

ISSUED BY

DUNDEE CITY LICENSING BOARD

1.
To avoid causing a public nuisance the pavement cafe shall cease at 9.00p.m. each evening.  However, between 1st July and 15th August 2011, the pavement cafe will be granted to operate until 10.00p.m.

2.
All tables, chairs and cordon material must be removed at that closure of the pavement cafe and stored in a manner so not as to impede any entrances or exits of the licensed premises.

3.
The area that has been approved by the Licensing Board to operate as a pavement cafe shall be cordoned off using material deemed by the Licensing Board to be suitable for the purpose.  This is to ensure that all patrons know the boundaries of the area where alcohol is allowed to be consumed.

4.
The Premises Licence Holder or Designated Premises Manager shall ensure that a suitable portable cigarette receptacle is situated within the pavement cafe area (e.g. either a portable bin with cigarette stubbing out facility or ashtrays).

5.
The Premises Licence Holder or Designated Premises Manager shall ensure that staff:-

(a)
promptly collect all empty/unused drinking glasses and bottles from the pavement cafe area;

(b)
regularly supervise the pavement cafe and its patrons (this can be done whilst regularly collecting drinking glasses);

(c)
regularly clear all litter associated with the pavement cafe during the operating hours and, at the end of licensing period, clear all litter (this includes cigarette ends).

6.
A notice must be placed in a suitable area of the pavement cafe informing all patrons using the facility that alcohol shall only be consumed in that area and whilst being seated.

7.
All pavement cafe furniture including the cordon must be a minimum of 2 metres away from the kerbside to allow the unrestricted movement of members of the public.

8.
Furniture used for a pavement cafe must be in a serviceable condition and be of a standard acceptable to the Licensing Board.  Under no circumstances shall bar room furniture be placed into the pavement cafe area.  Acceptable material for pavement cafe furniture is detailed below:-
CRITERIA FOR CONSIDERATION OF AN APPLICATION
1.
If the Pavement Cafe is operational on more than 28 days in a 12 month period, planning permission may be required.  For information contact Ms Lesley Campbell (Tel. 433019).

2.
Tables and chairs must be stored in such a manner so as not to impede any entrances to or exists from the building.

3.
All furniture e.g. tables and chairs must be a minimum of two metres away from the kerbside.

4.
The area of the Pavement Cafe must be cordoned off using suitable materials.
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
