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PROCEDURES FOR APPLYING FOR A TAXI APPLICATION AND DATES OF MEETINGS
Applications can be made at any time and must be determined within six months of being lodged.  An application is not deemed lodged until the appropriate fee has been paid.

Once lodged a copy is passed to Tayside Police Cabs Enforcement Officers who are based at Dundee Contract Services, 353 Clepington Road, Dundee (Telephone 434707).

A background check is carried out and a report prepared.

If there are no objections the application will be granted under powers delegated to the officers however if there are objections or representations then applicants must attend a meeting of the Licensing Committee.
Applications have to lie for 21 days, however if there are no objections or representations and the application is within policy a temporary licence can be granted.

In the case of Taxi Drivers and Private Hire Car Drivers, applicants must also pass a Police Test which in the case of Taxi Drivers includes a knowledge test.  Full details of the tests are included on the application forms.  A medical certificate confirming the applicant's fitness to drive a taxi or a private hire car is also required.  Applicants must also complete a DVLA check and provide written details of their unique tax reference number (UTRN) issued by HMRC. Once granted an ID badge will be issued and full details will be supplied to successful applicants.
Once granted a Taxi Licence or a Private Hire Car Licence will run to the following 31st May when it must be renewed.  PLEASE NOTE THAT REMINDER LETTERS ARE NOT ISSUED.
Taxi Drivers and Private Hire Drivers all have a common expiry date every three years.  The next expiry date is 31st May, 2014 although any licence granted between January and 31st May 2014 will run until 31st May 2017.
Taxis and Private Hire Cars must be inspected prior to being placed on service.  Inspections are carried out by Dundee Contract Services, 353 Clepington Road, Dundee.  Details of the test are attached to the Taxi/Private Hire Car Licence Conditions.
