Amendments to polling districts are constrained by UK constituency parliamentary boundaries (blue) and Scottish parliamentary constituency boundaries (green).

3.
EXS and EXT will be combined and electors will continue to vote at Panmurefield Village Church.
4.
EAU and EBS will be combined and electors will continue to vote at Forthill Primary School.
5.
EAZ and EAX will be combined and electors will continue to vote at Eastern Primary School (formerly the Centenary Hall).

6.
Boundaries of EAQ, EBZ and EAU will be re-aligned resulting in an enlarged polling district EBZ which will incorporate electors from Camphill Road, Buchties Road etc, who formerly voted at St Margarets Church and Holly Road/Castleroy Road etc, who formerly voted at the former Eastern Primary School. Electors in the new EBZ will vote at Barnhill Community Centre. Electors in the remainder of EAQ will continue to vote at St Margarets Church Hall. Electors in the remainder of EAV will vote at Broughty Ferry East Church Hall, Queen Street, Broughty Ferry, due to the relocation of Eastern primary School to the former Grove Academy (Centenary Hall) premises.

There are no changes to any other polling districts or polling places.
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
