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WARD 2 - LOCHEE

Amendments to polling districts are constrained by UK constituency parliamentary boundaries (blue) and Scottish parliamentary constituency boundaries (green).

3.
Polling District WAD will incorporate part of WAC (electors in Charleston, east of the former Charleston Primary School.) All electors will continue to vote at their current polling place - Charleston Community Centre.
4.
The remainder of WAC will be combined with WBT and the northern section of WAA (South Road) and will vote at the Lynch Sports Centre. Electors in WBT currently vote at Charleston Community Centre. The number of electors in this polling district is likely to increase over the next five years and the Lynch Centre is better situated to accommodate them and is more convenient for electors in the western Charleston area. Only a very small number of electors in WAA are affected by the change and the proposed new polling place is closer than their current polling place of Gowriehill Primary School.
5.
WAG and WAM will be combined. All electors currently vote at Hillside Primary school and this will continue.

6.
There are no changes to any other polling districts or polling places.
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
