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Additional Services in Nursery Schools and Classes

Every child who is 3 or 4 years old has a universal entitlement to a part time pre-school
education place. In addition there are a limited number of additional childcare services
available.

Extended Childcare Hours
These services are provided in Nursery Schools. "Wrap around” care is offered in the

early morning, over lunchtime and in the late afternoon. These services are charged for
as follows:

8.15 am - 9.00 am £12.75 per week
11.30 am - 12.45 pm £12.75 per week plus lunch costs
3.15pm - 4.15 pm £17.00 per week
3.15pm - 5.15 pm £31.50 per week
3.15 pm - 6.00 pm £44.25 per week
9.00 am - 3.15 pm £50.50 per week plus lunch costs

Full time places are available in some nurseries free of charge for children with
significant educational and developmental or social needs. These places are available
where:

I A child is educationally or developmentally delayed, and has been assessed by
Dundee Educational Psychology Service and for whom there would be a benefit
from a full time pre-school place

IT. A child has significant social, health or family difficulties which have affected
his/her development and whose educational progress may be improved by full
time pre-school provision. Such children are likely to have involvement with

Social Work, Health and/or Dundee Educational Psychology Service

In addition to this families must be in receipt of income support.

Full Time Provision
These services are provided in all Nursery Schools/Early Years Centres and the following

primary school nursery classes: Charleston, Dens Road, Glebelands, Claypotts Castle,
Downfield, Fintry and Rowantree.

These services provide all day provision (9.00am - 3.15pm) for children whose parents
are in employment or training. These services are charged for as follows:

9.00 am - 3.15 pm £50.50 per week plus lunch costs

Parents who wish to apply for Additional Childcare Services

If you wish to take up an additional service within a nursery school or class you should
speak to your child's nursery head teacher. You will be asked to complete an Application
Form. Decisions about allocation of places will be made as soon as possible.

Please be aware that there are limited full day places available in some nursery locations.
