1 PURPOSE OF REPORT

1.1 This report outlines the purpose, content and proposals contained within the Scottish
Government's Rail Freight Policy Development Consultation and Dundee City Council's
response.

2 RECOMMENDATION

2.1 It is recommended that the Committee note the purpose, content and proposals contained
within the consultation and endorse Dundee City Council's response contained within
Appendix 1 which had to be returned to the Scottish Government by 23 December 2009.

3 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

3.1 There are no financial implications arising as a result of this report.

4 BACKGROUND

4.1 The Scottish Government have published a consultation document relating to Rail Freight
Policy as this is to assist in establishing the long term vision for rail in Scotland. The
Government's Economic Strategy sets out the purpose of Government as being to create a
more successful country with opportunities for all to flourish through increasing economic
growth. The rail network plays an important role through the efficient movement of goods.
Development of policy that supports and encourages increased modal shift to rail from less
sustainable modes of transport will contribute to the Scottish Government target to achieve a
reduction in emissions by 80% by 2050.

4.2 The aim of this consultation is to determine the key challenges and opportunities that exist to
further develop rail as a mode of transport for freight. It will add to the evidence base for rail
freight policy to assist in strategic planning for the rail industry, to inform decisions on
Government investment in rail and to contribute to the planning of Network Rail's High Level
Output Specification (HLOS) in Scotland in future.

APPENDIX 1

RAIL FREIGHT POLICY DEVELOPMENT CONSULTATION

CONSULTATION QUESTIONS

Question 1

Do you agree with the need for encouraging increased modal shift to rail for freight?

Dundee City Council Response

Dundee City Council agrees that there is a need for encouraging increased modal shift towards rail
freight. The Council considers that moving additional freight by rail is a more sustainable method for
transporting goods and materials medium to long distances throughout the country when comparing it
with equivalent road based methods. The Council is working with Partners to develop a possible rail
freight facility in the port of Dundee that in future would allow more freight to be transferred from road
to rail. This project would assist in meeting the Scottish Government aims in increasing freight modal
shift from road to rail. The port of Dundee plays an important economic role and the Council is
supporting this by improving accessibility to the road network. These improvements would assist the
development of a Rail Freight facility in the port.

Question 2
Have we accurately captured the benefits of freight movement by rail?

Dundee City Council Response

In general the Council considers that the benefits have been covered adequately although the
reduction of road based freight would also reduce road accidents involving HGVs. It is noted that
further research is to be undertaken on the impact of freight on the road and rail networks and this is
welcome. Road based freight causes a disproportionately high level of damage to infrastructure in
relation to other traffic and any reduction in volumes would be a positive step in reducing the
maintenance burden on roads authorities.

Question 3
Have we identified all of the obstacles to the expansion of rail freight movement?

Dundee City Council Response

Dundee City Council considers that the obstacles have been adequately identified, and given the
current economic climate it is crucial that the rail industry and government work together to remove
these obstacles.

Question 4

Have we identified all of the obstacles to modal shift to rail?

Dundee City Council Response

See answer 3.

Question 5

Which of the barriers, if overcome, would be conducive to rail freight expansion?
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Dundee City Councils Response

Dundee City Council considers that the main barriers to encouraging rail freight expansion relate to
the capital and revenue costs associated in providing the necessary infrastructure and covering its
operating costs. Given the economic downturn the private sector is more sensitive to changes in
costs and to make rail a more attractive option for shifting freight it must be competitive in financial
terms. An expensive rail freight system will not be a viable alternative for the majority of businesses
and will not expand to meet government objectives.

Question 6

Are there any types of traffic/scenarios where the rules or processes of the Freight Mode Shift Grant
Schemes operated by the Scottish Government Transport Directorate have proved to be an obstacle
to securing traffic to rail?

Dundee City Council Response

Dundee City Council is not aware of any processes or rules relating to the above grants operated by
Scottish Government that have proved to be an obstacle in securing traffic to rail.

Question 7
Do you consider that intervention is required, in addition to the current incentive schemes, to
encourage modal shift? Please give examples of interventions that may contribute to the desired
outcomes.

Dundee City Council Response

Dundee City Council considers that the current limited movement of freight by rail suggests that
intervention is required to encourage modal shift from the roads. This is probably related to the high
capital costs of rail infrastructure to support rail freight facilities and their operating costs. It is
suggested that all funding options should be considered in support of rail freight, however, it is equally
important that all costs are minimised to ensure that facilities are procured as efficiently as possible.
Additionally, it is important for the government to encourage and be flexible in identifying real
opportunities that arise in specific areas of the country, for example, at Dundee Port.

Question 8

Are our proposals for actions suitably allocated to the appropriate sector or organisation?

Dundee City Council Response

Dundee City Council considers that both local authorities and Regional Transport Partnerships should
be involved as stakeholders as they have transport related responsibilities and powers that may have
an impact on the delivery of rail freight facilities which could generate modal shift from road to rail.

Question 9
Are you, or your organisation, ready to play your part in achieving these desired outcomes?

Dundee City Council Response

Dundee City Council are willing to play a positive and supportive role in achieving the desired
outcomes.

1 PURPOSE OF REPORT

1.1 This report considers all the requests during the last year for additions and alterations to
waiting restrictions throughout the City.

2 RECOMMENDATION

2.1 It is recommended that the Committee approve the preparation of a Traffic Regulations
Variation Order to affect the changes to the waiting restrictions in the relevant Traffic
Regulations Orders for Dundee.

3 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

3.1 It is proposed that the total cost of implementing these proposals estimated at £12,000 be met
from within the City Development Car Park Trading Account. An additional £3,500 is required
in annual maintenance costs for signing and lining and this will also be met from within the
City Development Car Park Trading Account.

4 BACKGROUND

4.1 It is proposed to vary the undernoted Traffic Regulation Orders for the reasons listed. All

drawings have been circulated to Group Secretaries, Lord Provost Letford and Depute Lord
Provost Borthwick and will be on display at Committee:

a The Dundee City Council (Off-Street Car Parks) Order 1996
Following redevelopment the following car parks no longer exist and can be deleted from
the order: Blinshall Street, James Street, Victoria Road and West Port (Marketgait

West).

b The Tayside Region (North-Central Area, Dundee) (Waiting and Loading
Restrictions) Order 1984

i Coldside Road (see Drawing No S3) - Coldside Ward

It is proposed to introduce no waiting at any time eastwards from Hospital Street to
relieve congestion and to protect an access.

ii  Hospital Street (see Drawing No S3) - Coldside Ward

Inconsiderate parking close to the hospital access is inhibiting sightlines. It is
proposed to introduce no waiting at any time to alleviate this.

i North Isla Street (see Drawing No S3) - Coldside Ward

It is proposed to extend the no waiting at any time on the west side to protect an
access.

Somerville Place East (see Drawing No S3) - Coldside Ward

It is proposed to introduce no waiting at any time along the entire length of the
south side to relieve congestion and protect accesses.

School related parking near Harris Academy is causing severe congestion in the
area.

It is proposed to introduce no waiting at any time to alleviate this.

Shaftesbury Road (see Drawing No S2) - West End Ward

Parking opposite driveways is causing difficulty for residents. It is proposed to
extend the no waiting at any time on the south side to remedy the situation.

Ninewells Avenue (see Drawing No S2) - West End Ward

A request has been received to improve the sightline when egressing from Kinloch
Park. It is proposed to extend the no waiting at any time for a short distance
southwestwards.

Charleston Drive (see Drawing No S1) - Lochee Ward

Inconsiderate parking at the former bus stop east of Thurso Crescent is interfering
with pedestrian passage. It is proposed to introduce no waiting at any time to
remedy the situation.

Glenagnes Street/Glenagnes Road/Birchwood Place (see Drawing No S1) - West
End Ward

Inconsiderate parking is inhibiting access to premises and garages between
Ashbank Road and Glenagnes Road. It is proposed to introduce no waiting at any
time to alleviate this.

Forest Park Place (see Drawing No S1) - West End Ward

Vehicles parking opposite the Fire Station workshop access are inhibiting access
for fire appliances. It is proposed to extend the existing no daytime waiting to
remedy this.

Guthrie Street (see Drawing No S1) - West End Ward

Because of the change of use of the premises on the south side it is possible to
create more limited waiting opposite.

McVicar's Lane (see Drawing No S1) - West End Ward

This lane has been extended as a result of a new housing development which has
its own off-street parking. To protect this it is proposed to extend the current no
waiting at any time restrictions to cover the entire length.

Magdalen Yard Road (see Drawing No S1) - West End Ward

It is proposed to extend the no waiting at any time on the north side east of
Strawberrybank to protect a new access.

Taylor's Lane/Patrick Place (see Drawing No S1) - West End Ward

In order to relieve congestion it is proposed to introduce no waiting at any time on
the west side of Taylor's Lane south from Patrick Place and to protect the junction.

d The Tayside Region (North-Eastern Area, Dundee) (Waiting Restrictions) Order

1987

Arthurstone Terrace (see Drawing No S4) - Maryfield Ward

A new housing development has replaced commercial premises on the south side
of the street. The opportunity can now be taken to reduce the length of no waiting
at any time west of Erskine Street.

Whaler's Close (see Drawing No S4) - Maryfield Ward

Parking in this narrow cul-de-sac is inhibiting access to off-street parking. It is
proposed to introduce no waiting on both sides over its entire length.

Broughty Ferry Road (see Drawing No S4) - Maryfield Ward

The no waiting at any time restriction on the north side east of South Baffin Street is
considered excessive. Itis proposed to reduce the length of this restriction.

Camperdown Crossing (see Drawing No S3) - Maryfield Ward

Parking on the approach to the level crossing is causing congestion. It is proposed
to extend the no waiting at any time southwards to the level crossing.

e The Dundee City Council (North-Western Area, Dundee) (Waiting Restrictions)
Order 2010

Strathmore Avenue/Alpin Road/Brantwood Avenue/Johnston Avenue (see Drawing
No S1) - Coldside Ward

To improve turnover for the adjacent shops and to provide a servicing facility it is
proposed to introduce limited waiting and a Loading Only space in Strathmore
Avenue. It will also be necessary to protect accesses and junctions with no waiting
at any time.

Gillburn Road/Ambleside Terrace (see Drawing No S3) - Strathmartine Ward

Since the opening of St Paul's School inconsiderate parking is causing congestion
and obstruction of driveways in Gillourn Road. It is proposed to introduce no
waiting at any time to alleviate this.

St Leonard Place/St Leonard Road (see Drawing No S1) - Strathmartine Ward

Since the opening of St Andrew's School inconsiderate parking is causing
congestion in the area. It is proposed to introduce no waiting at any time to
alleviate this.

Strathmartine Road (see Drawing No S1) - Strathmartine Ward

The local traders have requested that more space be created adjacent to their
shops on the east side south of Balgowan Avenue. An extra space can be created.

f The Tayside Region (Central Area, Dundee) (Controlled Parking Zone) Order 1984

Hilltown (see Drawing No S3) - Coldside Ward

Following the removal of an access it is possible to extend the pay and display
spaces on the west side.

Nethergate (see Drawing No S3) - West End Ward

In order to facilitate servicing of adjacent properties it is proposed to introduce a
Loading Only bay in the lay-by on the south side west of Marketgait.

New Inn Entry (see Drawing No S3) - Maryfield Ward

It is proposed to extend the Loading Only facility at the south end to improve
servicing by large vehicles.

As part of the construction of the new Grove Academy another access has been
created in Seafield Road.

It is proposed to introduce no waiting at any time to improve the sightlines at this
junction.

Camperdown Street

Limited waiting is proposed in the layby on the south side to create a parking area
for visitors to the proposed office redevelopment in the former Grove Academy
building
