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The Council's Forestry Officer has the following comments in connection with the objections:-
e this is a mature tree worthy or protecting;

* no objections or complaints have been received from the neighbour to the north of the property
regarding overshadowing from this tree;

e only one tree was protected because this is the only tree under threat. All the other trees are still
protected because they are located within a Conservation Area; and

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PART 3 - COMMENTS RECEIVED AT INFORMATION EVENTS AND MEETINGS
What follows is a summary of comments made during information events. It is not an exhaustive list

and is an interpretation of the issue raised. Attendees were encouraged to make formal, written
responses to the consultation:

Economy
e  City needs job creation and support for employers of all sizes.
e  Emphasis needed on small scale manufacturing and engineering style businesses.

e  Recognition that the V & A project will have a positive effect - but concern that too much attention
and reliance is being put on this and a more diverse economy is required.

e  Small industrial/storage property is too expensive so doesn't encourage business start ups. The
market is dominated by larger industrial units.

Housing

e Appearance of new housing is bland or ugly - need to consider how better to blend them in or
have a Dundee-specific design.

¢ No need to build on the edge of the city when there are empty sites closer in.

e  Concern that new housing doesn't seem to be matched with education provision and that edge of
city developments don't have any facilities (shops, businesses, workplaces etc).

Retailing

e  City centre could do with more speciality shopping - perhaps promote the establishment of a
small unit shopping area in the central waterfront for independent retailers.

e  Wide support for promoting the city centre and a wish to see the halt to large scale supermarket
building.

e Resistance against the Kingsway retail parks and a wish to see some of these businesses
located in the city centre.

Environment

e  Concern over the lack of renewable energies in Dundee - particularly on new build properties
(residential and commercial).

e  Concern that Dundee wasn't harnessing the wave and tidal power of the River Tay.

Transport

e  Commuter traffic causing noise and air pollution making living conditions in Dundee less
attractive. Building homes on the edge of the city will increase commuter traffic and could
encourage more residents to leave in search of better quality living conditions.

¢ Need for certain locations to be made more pedestrian friendly - particularly retail parks and city
centre (within inner ring road, not just City Square). To include wider pavements, zebra
crossings and more responsive traffic light crossings. Also better weather protection in built up
areas.
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Other Issues

e Concern that regeneration works are being targeted at "failed” estates rather than those which
are starting to deteriorate - but an acknowledgement that many of the issues are social rather
than physical.

e  Whilst crime statistics may show low crime levels, the fear of crime is a discouraging factor.

e  Policy requiring re-use of buildings rather than demolitions - with developers told to justify all
demolitions.
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PART 4 - OTHER COMMENTS RECEIVED

31 comments were received by other formats, including e-mail and letter. These were primarily from
Planning consultants or landowners, but did include members of the general public. The range of
comments received include:

e  Petition from 9 residents in the Mill O'Mains area raising concerns over future car parking and
housebuilding plans.

e Landowner seeking additional land release for housing in the Western Gateway.
e Landowner expressing support for Western Gateway developments.

e Management Company seeking greater support, promotion and protection for Dundee City
Centre retailing.

e Allotment users seeking protection of land at Magdalen Green from development.

e Landowner seeking use of Gas Holder site on Dock Street for a new retail park.

e Housebuilders seeking the allocation of agricultural land for residential developments as an
extension to Balgillo North Village, Balmossie Village, North Grange, South Auchray and at
Drumsturdy Road.

e Landowner seeking designation of land adjacent to Camperdown Park for residential use.

e lLocal interest group seeking protection for 7 geologically important features spread across
Dundee.

e  Development company seeking the conversion of employment premises to retailing units at
Bellfield Street.

e  Development company seeking the conversion of existing employment land sites for alternative
mixed uses at Riverside.

e  Development Companies/landowners seeking conversion of employment land at Kingsway East,
Dalmahoy Drive/Clatto Gardens and Clepington Road for residential purposes.

e  Sheltered housing developer seeking specific recognition and concessions for housing provision
for the elderly.

This report considers the requirement to promote the various Traffic Regulation
Orders to facilitate a phase of the Central Waterfront development in the Whitehall
Crescent Area.

RECOMMENDATION
It is recommended that the Committee approve:

a the preparation of the necessary Traffic Regulation Order to affect the changes
of the traffic regulations on Whitehall Crescent, Dock Street and Dock Street Slip
Road to South Marketgait which will vary the Tayside Region (Dundee) (One-
Way Traffic) (Consolidation) Order 1987;

b the preparation of the necessary Traffic Regulation Order to affect the changes
to the traffic regulations on Dock Street which will vary the Tayside Regional
Council (City of Dundee) (Traffic Management Scheme) (Review) Order 1994;
and

c the preparation of the necessary Traffic Regulation Order to affect the changes
to the waiting restrictions on Crichton Street, Whitehall Crescent and Dock Street
which will vary the Dundee City Council (Central Area, Dundee) (Controlled
Parking Zone) Order 2010.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS
The costs of preparing the Orders will be met by The City Growth Fund.
BACKGROUND

To allow for the redevelopment of Dundee Central Waterfront, it is necessary that the
proposed Traffic Regulation Orders are made in order for the next phase of the
development to progress.

Following the improvements to Union Street and Yeaman Shore, it is seen as an
opportunity to alter the Traffic Regulations on Whitehall Crescent and Dock Street
which will improve access to the area by altering the directional flow of traffic. This
will require to alter the Tayside Region (Dundee) (One-Way Traffic) (Consolidation)
Order 1987.

Due to the closure of Dock Street Slip Road which links Dock Street to South
Marketgait, it will be necessary to delete the current one-way restriction from the
Tayside Region (Dundee) (One-Way Traffic) (Consolidation) Order 1987.
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4.4 Due to the proposed changes to the directional flow of traffic, it will be necessary to
introduce a short length of "At Any Time" restriction on Whitehall Crescent opposite
and adjacent to the south end of Whitehall Street to protect the junction. This in turn
will also remove "Pay & Display" bays which are currently at this location. This will
require an amendment to the Dundee City Council (Central Area, Dundee)
(Controlled Parking Zone) Order 2010.

4.5 Following the introduction of build-outs and kerb realignments, it will be necessary to
re-describe "At Any Time" restrictions on Crichton Street, Whitehall Crescent and
Dock Street and "Pay & Display" restrictions on Whitehall Crescent. This will require
an amendment to the Dundee City Council (Central Area, Dundee) (Controlled
Parking Zone) Order 2010.

4.6 Following the realignment of Dock Street, it will be necessary to alter the extents of
the current prohibition of driving which allows only buses and taxis a route from
Whitehall Crescent to Commercial Street. This will require varying the Tayside
Regional Council (City of Dundee) (Traffic Management Scheme) (Review) Order
1994.
