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Items raised by the Council
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	Equalities Event - 20th June 2012 at West Park Conference Centre. 
All Equalities groups had been invited to this event which would promote the engaging of key agencies with communities. It was suggested that a departmental representatives be invited to address current issues ie Waterfront Development but it was agreed that it may be more useful to form a sub -group to address road/pavement/travel issues.

It was further agreed that National Express be approached to see if they could assist with transport to and from this event.

Changes to Equalities Legislation -
Scott outlined the changes of the equalities legislation and what the impact of this would be - there would be a greater responsibility on public bodies to ensure  that they had engaged with the public. It was noted that the event on 20th June 2012 consultation process, with findings from this event helping to form the new Council Plan.

Changes to Disability Living Allowance
Members noted that the changes in the way that entitlement to DLA was assessed had now been implemented. It was noted that this would have a huge impact on disabled people and their families. It was noted that Discover Opportunities  would be able to assist individuals regarding a return to work , but that employer also had to be more aware of  support available to them.
Members agreed it would be helpful if the debt recovery team could give 

extra consideration to debts which arose due to the changes in entitlement to DLA

and it was agreed Elena contact Charmaine Wanless /Derek Millar regarding this.

Access City Awards
A bid was  being developed  for European Commission Access City Award - an award which gave recognition to cities accessibility measures , and the impact of these on the everyday life of disabled people. 
A document would be produced to demonstrate what DCC already did and what they were planning to do.

It was agreed that members who were interested contact Elena to form a sub-group which would help develop this bid, noting that the work of this group could mainly be carried out by email.
