From Jessie Porters Nursery, carefully cross Gilburn Road on to the path
that runs up through Cowsie Park alongside Kingspark school. At the end of
the path, turn right along Bruce Road, then right again along Clive Road
until you get to Sherbrook Street. From here turn left, then shortly after
turn right and keep going along Sherbrook street until you come to
Strathmartine Road. Go right along Strathmartine Road until you get to
Gilburn Road. Cross over Gilburn Road at this point, but be very careful as
this is a busy junction. Go along Gilburn Road until you return to Jessie Porters
Nursery (you may wish to cross carefully to get into the Nature Area)
