DUE TO LEGISLATIVE REQUIREMENTS WE STILL REQUIRE A SIGNATURE FROM YOU AND TO THAT END WE WILL SEND YOU A DECLARATION TO SIGN AND RETURN.  YOUR APPLICATION CANNOT BE PROCESSED UNTIL THE DECLARATION IS RECEIVED BY US.

In terms of the Civic Government (Scotland) Act a Notice in the prescribed form must be prominently displayed on the premises for a period of 21 days from the date the application is lodged with the local authority.  (A copy of this will be sent to you).

A Certificate of Compliance requires to be produced confirming that the Notice has been posted.

Applicants for new Indoor Sports Entertainment Licences are asked to note that the premises for which the application is being made may not have the benefit of planning consent for the proposed use. Failure to have the necessary planning consent may result in a delay in the processing of your application.  It is in your interests, therefore, to check with the City Development Department, Dundee House, 50 North Lindsay Street to ensure that you have the necessary planning consent and if not to make the appropriate planning application.

5 DVLA Licence details are required by Police Scotland to complete background checks on the applicant.
