The Local Housing Strategy is the primary strategy for the provision of housing and associated services to address homelessness, meeting housing needs and tackling fuel poverty.
Intended Outcome: 
The Local Housing Strategy aims to deliver a positive housing future for all people in Dundee by ensuring provision on high quality housing and neighbourhoods where people want to live. This strategy sets out our aims and objectives responding to housing issues that have been identified. The Scottish Government requires every local authority to draw up a Local Housing Strategy as the main strategic document on: Housing, Homelessness, Housing Support Services and Fuel Poverty.

Dundee's Scottish Welfare Fund aims to integrate the SWF model of client support focussed on early intervention to prevent people reaching a crisis point. Pre Screening Determination:
The Local Housing Strategy covering the period 2019 – 24 will provide the strategic direction to tackle housing need and demand and to inform the future investment in housing related services across Dundee. It will also provide a framework for projects related to the improvement of the standard of the existing stock and will identify geographic priorities for the delivery of new build housing projects to meet housing need. The Council does not consider there to be any significant environmental effects arising from the Local Housing Strategy, as it does not take the lead role in identifying land for new housing. Land for new housing will be brought forward in accordance with the Dundee Local Development Plan or any windfall sites would be assessed with reference to policies incorporated within the Local Development Plan. The Dundee Local Development Plan requires to be consistent with the TAYplan strategic Development Plan. As such the Local Development Plan for Dundee will need to ensure that there is sufficient land available to meet the requirement set out in the TAYplan Strategic Development Plan.  The environmental effects of specific development proposals will therefore be subject to environmental assessment through the hierarchy of development plans.  The Local Housing Strategy is used to aid strategic planning within Dundee City Council and is compiled through partnership working with Registered Social Landlords, Private Developers, internal Dundee City Council Departments, Dundee Health and Social Care Partnership, Local Community Groups, Voluntary Organisations, residents and equalities groups.  In light of the reasons outlined above, it is Dundee City Council’s opinion that the LHS does not require SEA.
